Scholarships include a monetary support of up to Rs. 10,000 for non­professional courses (e.g. BA, B.Sc., B.Com. etc.)                                   
and Rs. 30,000 for professional courses (Medical, Engineering, etc.) per annum, based on the need. Each scholar will                                   
be   supported   with   a   mentor   who   will   advise   and   guide   the   scholar   and   monitor   his/her   progress. 
We   have   supported   47   scholars   so   far   with   16   graduated   last   year.   We   are   looking   forward   to   extend   the   scholarship   to 
another   20   candidates   in   2017­18.
